III. General Information about WinYou Law Folders and Database 

 Open Windows Explorer. Take a look at the WinYou Law  folder s in your Documents

AutoDoc :  is the document folder of WinYou Law. All Microsoft Word documents, 

drag & drop of Outlook  Email messages and/or attachments or other files (like 

dictating or pdf files)  are saved here . They all have a corresponding entry with the 

full path in the WinYou Law database :  
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Templates:  is the template folder of Wi nYou Law. Here you find Word templates 

for the automatic creation and assembly of documents from the DocCenter. You 

will a lso find the Billing Word templates here:  

 

 
 

Database:  The WinYou Law database  is stored  here . The database is in a 

Microsoft  Access format and is readable from Access or Excel :  

 

 
 

WinYou Law connects to the WinYou Law database via ODBC . You can see 

the actual path to the database with the WinYou Law administrator (menu 

Tools / Administrator in WinYou Law) :  
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With the ODBC Administrator you can browse or modify the path to the 

WinYou Law database.

You have to manually start the 32 bit odbcad32.exe (which is using the 32 bit 
registry settings) to configure your ODBC Connections manually (shortcut: 
C:\Windows\SysWOW64\odbcad32.exe ) for working with the 32 bit ODBC 
control panel and 32 bit databases) .  
Tip: Search CMD.exe in the Start Menu, start CMD.exe, copy text
